2. Put the power button on the rear side of the player into On position. Indicator on display should turn
red.

3.Pressthe[()/SOURCE ] button for2 secondsto turn onthe device.
4. Longpressthe[(/SOURCE ] button for2 secondsto turn off the device, powerindicator will turn red.

5. Put the power button on the rear side into OFF position to completely power off the machine.

Select Input Source

Pressthe [()/SOURCE ] button onthe device orthe [AINPUT ¥] buttons on the remote to switch between
inputs. "AUX. CD. =&, BT".

Volume Control

Pressthe [VOL +/-]buttonson machineorremote controltoincrease ordecrease thevolume.

Stop & Eject

2. Press the [ m/a ] button on the device or on the remote to stop the playback, press it again to eject
the disk.

Pause Playback

Previous Track

Pressthe [ l44] button on machine or remote. If the current track played for less than 10 seconds, it will
switch to previous track. If the current track played for more than 10 seconds, it will jump to the
beginningofthe currenttrack. Press the button again to switch to previous track.

Next Track

Pressthe [»] button on machine orremote to switch to the nexttrack.

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Rewind / Fast Forard

Long press the [l««/<«]or [»p1/»»] button to rewind or fast forward in the current track.

USB Driver Playback

1. It's recommended to use USB drivers formatted to FAT32.
2. Drives up to 2TB are supported.

Bluetooth Input

1. Switch the source / input to BT mode.

2. Open Bluetooth settings on your device and search for new devices.
3. Player will show up as "Shanling CA80".

4. Pair it with your device and let it connect.

Repeat

Press the [REP] button on the remote, display will show "-1" for 3 seconds. This enabled the repeat
function for the currently playing track. To repeat whole album, press the [REP] button on the remote
again, display will show "-2" for 3 seconds. To cancel repeat function, press the [REP] button on the
remote again, displaywillshow"-0" for 3seconds.

Random Playback

Press the [ > ] button on the remote, display will show "-3" for 3 seconds. This enabled the random
playback. To cancel random playback, press the [><] button on the remote again, display will show "-0"
for3seconds.

Mute Playback

1. Press the [MUTE] button to mute playback. Volume display will show "00".

2. Press the [MUTE] button again to resume playback.

4. Now you can control music playback on your CA80.

Firmware Update

Do not do operate the player during the update process.

1. Download the firmware update from Shanling official website. Copy the "update.bin" file to
root/main directory of USB Drive.

2. Insert the USB drive to the device and switch to the "«&= " Source.Then Press the [»/11] button for 5
seconds, until display shows "UP---" to indicate that firmware update started. Update is finished
when display shows "UP".
