Power On /Off/Standby

the [STANDBY] touch strip on the front panel or the [POWER] key on the remote control for 3 seconds, the
statusindicatorwillturn blue and the machine will poweron.

2. Standby: Press and hold the [STANDBY] touch strip on the front panel or the [POWER] key on the remote
controlfor3seconds, the machinewill switch to the standby mode. Statusindicatorwill turn red.
